Practice safety when shopping online. 
When shopping online, check out a Web site before entering 
your credit card number or other personal information. Enter 
this information only on secure Web pages with addresses that 
start with "https" and have a closed padlock symbol at the bot-
tom of the browser window. These are signs that your informa-
tion will be encrypted or scrambled, protecting it from hackers. 
 
Tip #18  
Plan ahead with a distress code. 
Establish a voice distress code, a secret word or phrase that is 
not commonly used but can be worked into any conversation for 
cases where you feel that you are in danger. Use this if the    
person you are with can overhear the conversation, but you 
don’t want to alarm them. Example: “Hi, this is Jennifer. I’m with 
Mr. Henderson at the Elm Street listing. Could you e-mail me 
the RED FILE?”
